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INTRODUCTION

The humanitarian aspect is one aspect of the study of transformations in modern
society. The consideration of its tasks is directed to disclosure of problems in modern
literary criticism, linguistics and social communication in the transformation of
society.

The transformation process causes the natural changes that are conditioned by a
number of factors. These factors are determined by changes in society, because the
transformation as a moment of system development reflects the transitional condition
from what has not exist, to what has not existed yet, but that has to be or can be.

In modern society, literary criticism plays a special role, because literature
usually responds quickly and sensitively to social problems.

To determine the transformation processes in literary criticism the authors
compare the changes concerning the previous studies. The authors explore the
theoretical, historical and literary aspects of traditional and non-traditional
characteristics of specific genres of literature. In particular, the role of new information
and communication tools in the development of literary studies is discussed. The
authors also aim to analyze features of new genre forms, especially in journalism. An
important place is given to the problem of formation of professional competence of
future specialist in the field of literary studies.

In the monograph the directions are emerged during the theoretical understanding
of linguistics: one relates to the analysis of transformation (experimental tool for
determination of syntactic and semantic similarities and differences between linguistic
objects through the similarities and differences in the sets of transformations); another
one relates to training of professionals in this area to display the process of
transformation of social relations in verbal processes.
