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EFFICIENCY OF BUDGET EXPENDITURES
IS AN IMPORTANT FACTOR IN ENSURING SOCIAL
AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE COUNTRY

The budget, as an economic category, is closely interconnected with commaodity-
money relations. The movement of money, goods, the formation of budgetary
expenditures and their use embodies the economic relations that are reflected in the
budget. These relations are an integral part of the country's economic policy and an
important factor in influencing the country's socio-economic development.

Potential concentrated in the budget performs one of the main functions —
management of the economy. Major economic changes, innovations and any
socio-economic achievements that take place in the country are carried out
through direct participation of the budget, in particular budget expenditures. At
the expense of the budget, social and economic programs are financed, and the
process of expanded reproduction is provided.

Budget expenditures should be an instrument for achieving the highest degree
of equity in the distribution of public goods in order to achieve the marginal
level of well-being for each member of society [1, p. 496].

Improvement of budgetary relations, in particular in the sphere of budget
expenditures, affects the optimization of the structure of expenditures, ensures
rationality of approaches when allocating budget funds in corresponding budget
areas, influences the completeness of scientific and technical, sectoral, socio-
economic and other budget programs.

Optimization of budget expenditures allows for the appropriate volume and
structure, to achieve better results and effects in the socio-economic spheres of
the country.

State expenditures by size and budget classification items only generally reflect
the quantity and quality of the collective services actually provided to the
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
